February 1, 2012 Meeting Minutes
The meeting was held at the clubhouse on February 1, 2012 at 8 PM. Thank you to the 16 members who made the meeting.

A. SECRETARY’S REPORT. Minutes of the January 4, 2012 meeting was read and accepted.
B. TREASURER’S REPORT. Report for the month of January 2012 was read and accepted.

1.   We have 164 paid members. 35 members have not paid.

2.   We spent about $9,000.00 in January.

3.   We have about $86,000.00 in our accounts.

C. OLD BUSINESS

1. Mail Box. A survey of Trailside Road was performed and it determined that the mail box had been installed inside the town lay-out and not on the abutter’s property as he claimed. The members voted to purchase another mail box and have it installed in the road layout. We will send a letter to our two closest abutters informing them of what we are doing.
2. Mark gentile will renew our CMP membership.

3. The storage trailer was installed and we received the “title’ for the unit.

4. Six pallets of clay birds were delivered and stored in the trailer.

5. We have discontinued distribution of our minutes in the Outdoor Message.

6. We have not renewed our membership in GOAL.

D. NEW BUSINESS.

1. Mark Gentile discussed the Executive Committee meeting that was held tonight before the membership meeting. He covered the: mail box issues; formation of four committees to manage club activities; annual accountants report; and, website access.
2. Mark asked that at least three members join each committee: membership; facilities; audit: and activities.
3. The pass word for the website will be changed each year distributed with the renewal forms.

4. The club events schedule was discussed so that members would consider dates for the various activities and coordinate various events.
5. A sound barrier will be erected between the trap field and rifle range to reduce miss-fire of the sound activated trap machine. This will require reviewing the field area and line of site for the 200 and 300 yard firing lines. Two or three sections of stockade type fence are anticipated. Electronic and visual safety warnings will be necessary.
6. Ron Votta is gathering information about bringing electricity into the site.

E. GOVENOR’s REPORT. Governor gave a general report of the past month. 

1. Requests that spent brass and steel shells be picked up and recycled as necessary. 
2. Spinner target is broken and need repairs. May be under warranty?
3. Both trap and rifle shooters must coordinate cease fires to prevent accidents when the barrier is in place. He will review the barrier layout with before it is installed with the trap committee and rifle shooters.
4. Range rules need to be up-dated. Weekend starting times need to be followed. No shooting before 10:00 AM.

5. Pay attention to Range Rules and safety concerns. 

6. Know your target and pay attention to direction of fire.

7. Wear eye and ear protection.

F.   MEMBERSHIP

1. The club accepted 9 new members.

1. Next membership meeting will be Wednesday, March 7, 2012 at 8:00 PM.

2. Matches and events will be scheduled by the newly formed committee.
3. Work parties will be scheduled.
